Basic Information about the Organisation

The Counselling Centre for Integration (referred to as the CCI) is a civilian association registered by

the Ministry of Interior of the Czech Republic. It is non governmental non profit organization engaged in
rendering assistance to people who were granted refugee status in the Czech republic and to foreigners
residing in the Czech republic for long-term (permanent residence, residence more than 90 days) with
integration into our society.

The main mission of the Counselling Centre for Integration is to help with the adaptation and
integration of refugees and other foreigners into their new environment, with the final aim of preventing
negative events and problems from accompanying the refugees and foreigners such as racism and
xenophobia.

The aim of the employees of the CCI is to support the independence and self-sustenance of the clients
and to contribute to the development of their abilities and knowledge when solving different social
situations involving the civil law.

The main work of CCI consists of:

1. Field social work in the residence of the clients — refugees
2. Social counselling for foreigners with legal residence in the Czech republic
3. Legal counselling

These activities are realized in all community multicultural centres. CCl has the three community
centres that are localized in regions with high concentration of foreigners — in Prague, in Brno and in
Usti nad Labem. In 2005, these activities have been financed by the Prague office of the United Nation
High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR), by the Municipality of Usti nad Labem and by the Ministry
of Interior CR.

4. Support of community activities of foreigners residing in the Czech Republic for the long-term,
information centres and libraries with a charging system. These activities were realized thanks
to the financial support of the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs CR, the Magistrate of Usti
nad Labem, the Ministry of Culture CR and the Embassy of the United States of America.

Konkrétni pomoc socialnich pracovniku PPI tkvéla predev§im v seznamovani klienti se systémem
fungovani a kompetencemi statnich ¢i obecnich tufadi a konkrétnimi pravidly, jimiz se fidi. Zamérili
jsme se zejména na poskytovani zakladnich informaci o pravech a povinnostech vyplyvajicich ze ziskani
postaveni azylanta v €R, pomoc s vyfizovanim dokladii o povoleni k pobytu, evidenci na ufadech prace,
vyhledavani zaméstnani, pomoc s nostrifikaci dokladi o vzdélani. Dale jsme poskytovali pomoc pfi
zabezpeceni zakladnich prostiedki na Zivobyti formou Zadosti o davky socialni péce, zadosti o davky
statni socialni podpory, evidenci u zdravotnich pojistoven a informace o systému zdravotni péce.
Poradenstvi se také tykalo feseni individualnich socialnich a psychosocialnich problému vznikajicich

v dusledku adaptace na nové Zivotni podminky, seznamovani se s kulturnimi odliSnostmi a pomoci

pfi jejich pfekonavani. Nelze opomenout ani podporu pfi vyrovnavani se s odloucenim od rodiny a pratel.
Podporovali jsme co nejvyssi miru samostatnosti klientii. Zakladni metodou spoluprace s klientem byl
i nadale rozhovor, pfi némz je prisné dbano na zasady respektu a tcty ke klientovi a v jehoz ramci jsou
domlouvany mozné formy pomoci vychazejici z nasich moznosti a ze zajmu klienta. Konecné rozhodnuti
je vzdy na klientovi.

Social counselling

The work of the CCI’s social workers consists of three parts:

u A social counselling for refugees and foreigners living long-term in the CR is provided in the CCl’s offices

u A help with enforcing the rights and interests of all clients when dealing with offices and their
employees

u Visits of clients — refugees at their place of residence (Integration Asylum Centres, integration

flats or other types of accommodation, dealing with city offices, State Integration Programme)

The social workers of the Counselling Centre For Integration provided special help where they introduced

a system of regarding the operation and competence in national and city offices and in particular the rules
in which they treat the clients. They concentrate mainly on providing basic information about the rights and
obligations arising from granting asylum in the Czech Republic, help with dispatching documents regarding
approval for stay, registration at the Labour Office, assistance in job searching, help with completing and
validation of documents regarding education. We have also provided help with provision of the basic means
for living by applying for the state social support allowance, the social care allowance, registration by
health insurance companies and providing information about the social and health care system.

The counselling also included solving of individual social and psychological problems occurring mainly as

a result of adaptation to the new environment, introducing cultural differences and helping to overcome
them. We cannot forget the support provided to cope with the isolation for friends and family.

We have given the maximum support to help with the independence of the clients. The basic method

of cooperation was a Dialogue, during which the basic rights of the clients are strictly respected and
enforced. The forms of help arising from our possibilities and those in the interest of the client are
arranged for the clients. The final decision is always up to the clients.

V roce 2005 Poradna pro integraci rozdélila ze zdroji UNHCR 12 rodinam a jednotlivcim pfispévek
na vybaveni bytu v celkové vysi 80 000 K¢, 13 lidem v krizovych situacich prispévek v celkové

vysi 30 000 Ké a 14 rodinam, jejichz déti navstévuji ZS nebo SS prispévek v celkové vysi 30 000 Ké¢.
V roce 2005 nejvice klienti PPl — azylanti podle zemi puvodu pochazelo z Béloruska, z Ruska —
CGecdenska, z Arménie, Afghanistanu a z Ukrajiny.

Pravni poradenstvi

Pravni poradenstvi Poradny pro integraci bylo zaméreno predev§im na pomoc pfi podavani a projednavani
zadosti o udéleni obéanstvi, vydani povoleni k trvalému pfipadné dlouhodobému pobytu na tizemi €R

a feseni pripadu slucovani rodin cizinciui a azylanti. Klienti se ovéem na pravnika PPI taktéz obraceli

s dalSimi problémy z oblasti obéanskopravni (najem ¢i koupé bytu, pomoc pfi koncipovani obéanskopravnich
Zalob c¢i rozvodového fizeni) nebo spravné pravni (problémy spojené z otazkou dichodového zabezpeceni,
vefejného zdravotniho pojisténi, zastupovani klientt v fizeni ve véci statniho obcanstvi a pfi prestupkovém
fizeni...), v mensi miie trestnépravni ¢i pracovnépravni.

Celkové bylo v roce 2005 poskytnuto 302 konzultaci, z ¢ehoz priblizné u jedné poloviny klienti se jednalo
o konzultace vicecetné.

Pokud jde o kategorizaci problému, s nimiz se na pravnika PPI klienti obraceli, Ize pro statistické ucely
vymezit zhruba 3 zakladni oblasti:

1. agendu vztahujici se k Zzadostem o udéleni statniho obéanstvi Ceské republiky (21 %)

2. agendu vztahujici se k dotazim sméfujicim k pravnim otazkam pobytu na tzemi v reZimu
zakona ¢. 326/1999 Sb., o pobytu cizincu (24 %), tedy pobytu jednak prechodného a jednak
trvalého

3. agendu ostatni (55 %), do niz patfi cela skala béznych problému pravnich i kvazipravnich,

s nimiz cizinci pfichazeji za svého pobytu v GR do styku. Jde o kauzy obéanskopravni, pracovni,
rodinné, Zivnostenské a obchodni, jakoz i trestni

Ve snaze nalézt obecné a koncepcni Feseni problému klientli se PPl v roce 2005 nadale snazila iniciovat
jednani s kompetentnimi zastupci prislusnych organu verejné spravy, uzce spolupracovala s Vysokym
komisariatem pro uprchliky pfi OSN — UNHCR (pfedevsim v otazce slucovani rodin azylanti), pravniky

partnerskych organizaci (PPU, SOZE, OPU ) a taktéz Kancelafi vefejného ochrance prav.

In 2005 CCI have allocated a contribution of UNHCR in total amount of CZK 80,000 for accommodation
facilities for 12 families and individuals, the contribution of CZK 30,000 for 13 people in critical
situations and the contribution of CZK 30,000 for 14 families whose children have been attending
grammar schools or high schools.

The majority of clients with refugee status in 2005 according to their country of origin were from
Belarus, Russia — Chechnya, Armenia, Afghanistan and Ukraine.

Legal counselling

The legal counselling was focused on assisting in preparing and lodging applications for citizenship
and for permition to stay in the Czech Republic and also on solving the cases of refugees’ and other
foreigners’ family re-union. Many clients asked for help while solving problems applying to civil law
(buying or renting a flat, various applications and complaints or counselling during divorce procedure)
or to the area of administrative law (retirement pensions, public health insurance, providing legal
substitution for clients in their process of granting Czech citizenship and in minor cases of penal
procedures...). Cases applying to criminal and labour law were less frequent.
In 2005, legal counselling was offered to recognised refugees as well as to other foreigners with long-
term residence permit in the Czech Republic. Approximately 302 consultations of legal counselling were
realised in 2005; about half of them were multiple.
Concerning the basic categories of clients’ problems, that were solved by the CCIl’s lawyer, we can
define the three main areas:
1. An agenda related with the applications for the Czech citizenship (21%)
2. An agenda related to the legal questions concerning the stay on the Czech territory (Law
No. 326/1999 Coll., About the stay of foreigners) — it means both the temporary and the
permanent residence (24%)
3. Other agenda (55%) including range of usual legal and quasi-legal problems with which are the
foreigners confronted when living in the CR. It includes the civil, labour, family, trade and
criminal causes

The CCI tried to find general and conceptual solutions to the problems of its clients. Therefore, it initiated
meeting with the representatives of the relevant public authorities and cooperated with the United Nations
High Commissioner for Refugees, especially in the question of integration of refugees’ families. It also
cooperated with lawyers from partner organizations (PPU, SOZE, and OPU) and the Ombudsman Office.



Main domains of legal counselling

1  assistance with submitting and processing of applications for Czech citizenship — 21%
2  solving problems with long-term/permanent residence — 24%
3  further cases — 55%

In comparison with the previous year, the number of the family reunification causes increased twice
(both the families of recognised refugees and long-settled foreigners too).

In the issue of lodging application for the Czech citizenship, legal department of CCl has met mostly
with these problems — overrunning of the statutory terms; applying from different interpretation of the
law in the issue of setting registry documents required by different authorities and low willingness of
the Department for Citizenship and Registers at the Ministry Of Interior CR to waive a condition to
present the document about the quittance from the foreign citizenship.

The Department of Citizenship of the Ministry of Interior assumed very rigid approach during evaluation
of applications for the citizenship and it uses very rarely the possibility to remit the condition of

the 5 years-period of residence in the Czech Republic. Many of the negative decisions were based

on the reality that the applicant is registered at the Labour Office for a long time, but the absence

of the citizenship limits often the chances of refugees to find appropriate employment. The Ministry

of Interior often does not provide any concrete reasons for negative decision concerning particular
application and only generally refers to the Law, which declares that there is no legal claim for

the citizenship.

Our clients address us with other frequent problem — delays with getting the “birth number” (frequently
3 months, but sometimes also one and half year).

The recognised refugees in the retirement age (or physically handicapped recognised refugees) suffer
often from the problem that they do not have the right to have the pension from the system of pension
insurance according to the valid laws. For elimination of the unfavourable conditions CCI initiated small
but for this group significant amendment of the Law About the Social Neediness and proposed (through
several members of the Chamber of Deputies) its discussion in frame of the 2" Euro-amendatory act of
the Law No. 326/1999 Coll. About the Stay of Foreigners.




Podpora vysokoskolskych studentii — azylanti
Projekt DAFI + Projekt STUDENT

Poradna pro integraci v roce 2005 opét spolupracovala i s témi z fad azylanti, ktefi v Geské republice
studuji a potfebuji pfi tomto svém snazeni materialni pomoc. Prioritni skupinou takovych studentu jsou
lidé, ktefi prekrocili hranici 26 let a nemaji tudiz narok na Zzadnou socialni podporu ze strany statu —
studenti, ktefi se nemohou opfit o podporu rodiny, at jiz z diivodu jeji nepfitomnosti v CR nebo tizivych
socialnich poméru, pripadné se potykaji s kombinaci téchto problému apod.

Podporovani studenti je umoznéno diky stipendijnimu programu DAFI (The Albert Einstein German
Academic Refugee). Stipendisté jsou podporovani dvakrat rocné. Projekt tak usiluje o poskytovani
podpory v kazdém semestru. Prva castka je poskytnuta v prvnim ctvrtleti roku (inor—bfezen) a druha
na zacatku semestru nového skolniho roku (zafi).

Studenti podporovani nasim prostfednictvim jsou nejriznéjsiho pivodu — od stati byvalého Sovétského
svazu (Bélorusko, Arménie) pres Stfedni vychod (Iran, Afghanistan) az po Afriku (Ghana) a studuji

védy atd.

V roce 2005 Poradna pro integraci rozdélila ze zdroju viady Spolkové republiky Némecko na tento ucel
mezi 9 studentu Ghrnnou ¢éastku 161 658 Kc.

Tyto studenty navic v ramci projektu PPl ,STUDENT“ financ¢né podpofila akciova spolecnost EVOL
castkou 860 000 Kc.

Dalsi projekty
»,Podpora rozvoje zakladnich pfedpokladi uchazecu o zaméstnani z fad azylanti a cizinci“

Projekt je realizovan od dubna 2005 za financni podpory Evropské unie, program Phare 2003 — Rozvoj
lidskych zdroju a za prispéni ceského statniho rozpoctu. Projekt je zaméren na podporu vytvareni
novych pfrilezZitosti ke vstupu na trh prace pro azylanty a cizince zZijici v cilovych regionech NUTS II
(Severozapad, Stiedni €echy, Jihovychod) prostiednictvim zlepSovani a rozvoje jejich zakladnich

dovednosti a kompetenci, potfebnych pro hledani pracovnich pfileZitosti a uchazeni se o pracovni misto.

Support of university students — refugees
DAFI and STUDENT projects

The Counselling Centre for Integration cooperated in 2005 again with refugees in the Czech Republic
who needed material help while studying. The priority group consists of students older than 26 years
who are not entitled to a social allowance from the government. These students cannot rely on help
from their families, because they are not in the Czech Republic or because they are in a bad social
situation, or the students are facing a combination of these problems, etc.

Supporting these students is possible thanks to the scholarship fund called DAFI (The Albert Einstein
German Academic Refugee). Students are supported twice a year (for the each semester). The first part
is given in the first quarter of the year (February — March) and the second part is provided at a beginning
of a new school year (September).

Students supported by us are from various countries of origin: the states of former Soviet Union
(Belarus, Armenia), the Middle East (Iran, Afghanistan) and the Africa (Ghana). They study at the
universities in various fields such as general medicine, engineering, economics, arts etc.

In 2005, CCl has allocated a contribution of The Federal Republic of Germany in total amout of

CZK 161,658 among 9 students.

Moreover these students have been financially supported from the CCl’s project “STUDENT” thanks to
the company EVOL, which has contributed by the amount CZK 860,000.

Other projects
“Support of Refugees and Foreigners Job Seekers — Support of Basic Competencies’ Improvement”

The project has started in April 2005 and is co-financed by the European Union and the Czech national
budget. The project is oriented on support of creation of new opportunities for refugees and foreigners
for accessing the labour markets in the regions NUTS Il (North-West, Central Bohemia and South-East).
The project will improve and develop their basic skills and competencies that are needed for job seeking
and job applying. The project will be implemented in co-operation with the labour offices in Kutna Hora,
Pribram and Usti nad Labem and with the Social Economic Faculty of the University of J. E. Purkyne in
Usti nad Labem.



“Integration Of Recognised Refugees And Foreigners On The Labour Market In Prague”

The project has started in September 2005 and is co-financed by the European Union, the European
Social Fund, national budget of the Czech Republic and from the budget of the capital Prague. The
project is oriented on support of creation of equal opportunities for foreigners with residence permit
and for recognised refugees during integration on the labour market in the region NUTS Il Prague.
The project should develop and improve their basic skills and competencies that are necessary for
job seeking and job applying. In frame of the project, the supportive programme and the advisory
network will be created.

“Quality 2005 — Introduction of Social Services’ Quality Standards in CCl in Moravia, Middle and North
Bohemia”

The project has started in 2005 and is co-financed by the European Union and by the Czech national
budget.

The aim of the project is an implementation of social services quality standards in our organisation. The
project includes complex introduction of the quality standards in the CCI that will be extended by an

exchange of good practices in the field of the integration. New models of approaches and procedures
will be created and implemented and own services provided to the CCIl’s clients will be improved.




Komunitni multikulturni centra

Multi-culture Community Centres

The Multi-culture Community Centres of the Counselling Centre for Integration in Usti nad Labem and in
Prague continued in its main activities — the provision of a specialised social and legal counselling,
realisation of community activities and the programmes from previous years. The aim was to help with
the integration of foreigners living legally for the long term in the Czech Republic.

The community activities:

| A counselling
| Giving information about current social, cultural and political events from countries of origin
| The informational background in Multi-culture Community Centres (provision of sources of
information — a foreign press, mediation and contacts from region, etc.)
A library
A computer with an Internet connection for the clients (in the centre in Usti nad Labem thanks to
the support of the Embassy of United States of America)
Educational programmes supporting the integration of the refugees and the other foreigners
A realisation of lectures about employment and a labour market
Regular events for children of the refugees and the foreigners
A support of musicians — the refugees or other foreigners (the support of preparation of the
performances)
A support of individual community activities
Lectures about the clients countries of origin for the Czech public
Ethnic evenings and multi-cultural events
Celebrations of holidays of the particular ethnic communities

The community activities and the operation of the Multi-culture Community Centres were realised
thanks to the financial support of the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs CR, the Ministry of Culture
CR, the Municipality of Usti nad Labem and the Embassy of United States of America.
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Time organisation of the operation of the Multi-culture Community Centres

The Multi-culture Community Centres (MCC) were open daily, from Monday to Friday from 9,30 AM

to 3,30 PM. If it was necessary in situation of exceptional events of the clients, the centres were open
outside these hours.

The continuous activity or functions related to the principle of existence of MECC were for informal
meetings of the clients in the spaces of the centres. Last, but not least, they were also using these
possibilities to prepare for or participate in the events of their community in the spaces of the
Community Centres.

The average attendance was about 40 clients per week.

Ethnical evenings arranged by CCI in the cooperation with the clients

The evenings were visited by 700 people from the whole Czech Republic, who could met with
more than 100 foreigners — CCl’s guests. The events were organised in the co-operation
with approximately 20 foreigners living here in CR. The non-professional foreigners’ ensembles
were presented too.

This event visited approximately 1,300 visitors, who could meet with about 100 foreigners —
guests of CCIl. Other 60 foreigners living in the region cooperated on the preparation of this event.

Other Activities

Cooperation with national institutions

The CCI in Usti nad Labem acted as a member of the Coordination Group for Ethnic Minorities in Usti
nad Labem for the whole year. This group is meeting regularly as an advisory body of the providers of the
social services for Municipal Bureau of Usti nad Labem.

The representative of the Counselling Centre for Integration was a member of the Commission of the
Ministry of Interior for the preparation and realisation of the State integration programme for
recognized refugees and Sub-commission for allotment of integration flats. The representative of the
CCIl was also a member of the Commission for the integration of foreigners of the Municipal office

of the capital city Prague.

Cooperation with the partner organisations

The cooperation of CCI with other non-governmental organisations working in the area of refugees
continued in 2005 in the framework of the Consortium of the Non-governmental organizations providing
help to refugees. It was established as a result of agreement from a mutual project. The aim of this
project, supported by the European Union, was to create mutual co-operation with regard to helping the
refugees in the Czech Republic. In addition, the CCl is participating in the project with Counselling
Centre for Refugees, The Organization for Aid to Refugees and The Association of Citizens Occupying
by Refugees.

Other cooperation of CCl:

With UNHCR, Czech Catholic Charity (Prague, Litoméfice), Diaconie Upice, civil society called Clovék
v tisni, organizations: Amnesty International, IOM, Multicultural Centre Prague, CIC, Community
Foundation in Usti nad Labem, Volunteer centre in Usti nad Labem, Charles University — Faculty of
Social Geography and Regional Development (the lecture about the integration of the recognised
refugees) and with the organisations of particular foreigners’ communities.

Fundraising

V roce 2005 pokracovalo rozsifovani pusobnosti nasich aktivit a zaroven pokracoval pfechod

také vyhledavat nové moznosti financni podpory. PPl se cely rok snazila jit cestou systematického

vyhledavani potencialnich domacich i zahrani¢nich darci a sponzoru a diverzifikovat tak své

financéni zdroje. V tomto sméru v souladu se strategickym planem organizace budeme pokracovat

i nadale.

1. Na spolupraci s organy statni spravy a samospravy CR: v této oblasti pokracovala spoluprace
zejména s Ministerstvem prace a socialnich véci, Ministerstvem vnitra, Ministerstvem kultury,
Magistratem mésta Usti nad Labem a Magistratem hlavniho mésta Prahy. Organizace pokracovala
v predkladani zadosti do grantovych programu na podporu integrace cizinci a na podporu
socialnich sluzeb.

2. Na ziskavani finanénich zdroji z fondii Evropské unie: Diky pfistupu Ceské republiky ke zdrojim
z fondu Evropské unie bylo mozno v lonském roce zahajit nékolik projektii zamérenych na oblast
pracovni integrace azylanti a cizincti v CR. Konkrétné se jedna o zdroje z Evropského socialniho
fondu, program Phare 2003 — RLZ, JPD 3.

3. Na zahranicni spolupraci: Pracovnici organizace se zucastnili fady zahrani¢nich konferenci,
seminaru i individualnich schizek, které byly vyuzity k navazovani novych kontakti. Organizace
v prubéhu roku spolupracovala na pripravé projektu s neviadnimi organizacemi podobného
zaméreni z Velké Britanie, Belgie, Spanélska, Rakouska, Italie, Némecka a Recka.

Soucasti téchto aktivit je i udrzovani kontaktu se zahraniénimi diplomatickymi zastoupenimi v Geské
republice a ziskavani zdroju z programu zahrani¢ni pomoci téchto zemi (napf. Velvyslanectvi USA).

International cooperation

The CCl is a member of an international network of organisations working with refugees — The European
Council for Refugees and Exile (ECRE) and its sub-network ECRAN.

The CCI also continued in cooperation with many foreign non-governmental organizations in the
preparation of some new international projects that are planted to be start in 2006.

Fundraising

Regarding the extension of our activities and difficult temporary period of changes related to the joining
of CR to the European Union, it was necessary to search new possibilities regarding financial support.
CCl was systematically seeking potential domestic and foreign donors and sponsors for the whole year
in an attempt to diversify its financial sources. We will further carry on with this, according to the
strategic plan of the organisation.

The fundraising activities of the organisation in 2005 were aimed in 4 main directions:

1. Cooperation with civil services and local governments of the CR — we continued in cooperation
with the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs CR, the Ministry of Interior and the Ministry of
Culture CR, the Municipality of Usti nad Labem and the Municipality Prague. The organisation
continued to present applications to the grant programs regarding the support of the integration
of foreigners and the support of social services.

2. Orientation on the EU funds — Thanks to the availability of the EU funds for the Czech Republic,
we were able to start several projects aimed at the integration of the recognised refugees and the
other foreigners on the Czech labour market last year. They are concretely — European Social
Fund, Phare 2003 — RLZ and the JPD3.

3. Setting up international cooperation and gaining of financial sources from abroad, mainly from
the European Union funds — the employees of CCl participated in a number of foreign
conferences, seminars and meetings, which were used to set up new contacts. During the year,
the organisation worked on the preparation and realisation of project with non-governmental
organisations with similar aims from Great Britain, Belgium, Spain, Austria, Italia, Germany and
Greece.

Part of these activities is also to keep contacts with the foreign diplomatic representations in the
Czech Republic and a gaining of the resources from foreign programmes (i.e. the Embassy of the
United States of America).



Individual and company fundraising — we have continued in searching for and in contacting
potential private individuals and company donors in 2005. In the future, we want to continue
more intensively in performing such activities.

Public Relations

The cooperation with regional and national media continued in 2005. The rating and reactions to the
activity of the CCI mainly regarding the multicultural activities appeared in regional papers and radios
and in the national press. We can give the name for example of Ustecky tydenik, MF Dnes, Pfehledy,
Brnénsky metropolitan, Rovnost, Ustecko or Piibramsky denik. Several Internet servers informed about
the multicultural events — i.e. Freemusic.cz, Jahmusic.net or www.maudCAFFE.net.
